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Overview

This is our tenth year working with this amazing implementing partner!
The project is providing communities, local schools and individual
families in rural Cambodia with access to safe and clean water. Each
year the project provides, on average, 10 pump wells, 250 clay water
filters and 7 schools with latrines and wash points. The recipients also
receive vital hygiene and sanitation education. This project is providing
around 38,000 individuals with access to safe, clean water at an
average cost of $8 per person!

¢ Principals, teachers and parents contribute to the project by digging
the wells, assisting with the construction and future maintenance of
the toilets and wash stations.

¢ Healthy people are more productive, children miss fewer school
days and parents increase their ability to provide for their families.

Teal primary school in Tboung
Kamon Province with 815
students. His school was a
recent recipient of the School
Wash Education program.

The students and teachers are
very grateful for the new latrines
and hand washing basins and
have adapted quickly to new
habits of always washing their
hands after using the toilet. The
school will continue to
implement the hygiene lessons
in the classroom, have a roster
for looking after the latrines and
will pass on these good hygiene
practices to family members at
home also.
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
